(6) Statement of Purpose
1500 - 4000 English letters (1500 - 2000 Korean characters)

Step 4. Receive the admission packet sent out via express mail

Step 5.  Submit Flight and Insurance Information at Application page
(Students may chose Ewha'’s collective insurance plan)

If the home institution does not have a
GPA system, a signed official letter from the international office guaranteeing that the applicant's academic

achievement is over 75% needs to be submitted with the official academic transcript.
